ADOPTING THE APPROPRIATION LIMIT
FOR FISCAL YEAR 2010/11

WHEREAS, the Agency’s General Manager has caused to be prepared a calculation of
the Agency’s annual appropriation limit for the Agency Fiscal Year 2010/11; and

WHEREAS, documentation used in the determination of the said appropriation limit has
been publicly available at the Agency’s offices for the period required by law; and

WHEREAS, Proposition 111 has determined that the appropriation limit may be set by
using either the change in California per capita income or the change in assessed value
of non-residential development; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined that the change in California per capita income is
the appropriation selection of the Agency; and

WHEREAS, the calculation is hereby found to have been completed in full accordance
with Article XIII-B of the California State Constitution and the implementing legislation for
Article XIII-B.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of the Castaic Lake
Water Agency does hereby, based upon said calculation, adopt the sum of $23 057,238
as its Fiscal Year 2010/11 appropriation limit. P }
