CAPITAL PLANNING, STUDIES AND ADMINISTRATION 
 
The FY 2010/11 Budget is $10,819,300.  Of this the $2 million for the Rosedale-Rio Bravo Storage 
Program - Extraction is funded by COP funds and the remaining $8,819,300 is funded by one percent 
property tax revenues. 
 
General Planning and Studies 
 
General Engineering, Planning and Administration - $175,000.  This provides for Kennedy/Jenks 
Consultants support of work that is not included in specific capital project accounts. 
 
Capital Program/Facility Capacity Fees - $400,000.  This account provides for financial advisor and 
legal support of ongoing updates of Facility Capacity Fees.   
 
Emergency Response Plan - $1,000.  This provides funds for the preparation of an emergency 
response and preparedness plan. 
 
GIS Assessment Phase I - $50,000.  This provides for a needs assessment and planning phase, for GIS 
implementation to take place in a future fiscal year. 
 
Matching Funds – Various - $100,000.  Funds are provided for matching funds for various grant 
programs. 
 
Organizational Studies - $75,000.  This account provides for work on classification plans, compensation 
surveys, team-building, employee morale surveys and other such Agency-wide studies. 
 
Risk Management - “One” Plan - $50,000.  This project provides a plan for consolidating multiple facility 
response plans and will improve coordination of planning and response activities within the facility and 
with public and commercial responders. 
 
Safety Studies – AED Equipment - $40,000.  This project will install automated external defibrillators 
throughout Agency facilities.   
 
System Hydraulic Model - $80,000.  This project will review and document the Agency’s hydraulics and 
will be used as a reference for the recycled water program and other such programs. 
 
Urban Water Management Plan (UWMP) 2010 - $375,000.  This account provides for preparation of the 
2010 UWMP. 
 
Water Supply Reliability and Acquisition Planning and Implementation 
 
Alternative Water Management Program - $30,000.  As part of the Agency’s responsibilities in support 
of the Alternative Water Management Program, it is required to develop a supplemental water plan 
involving an imported water-local groundwater exchange program.  This account provides for consultant 
assistance in the preparation of the plan.  
 
General Water Acquisition - $100,000.  This account provides for consultant work researching the 
purchase of water supply as well as for legal and environmental support for water acquisition activities.  
When a specific water acquisition program is implemented, a separate account will be created.   
 
General Water Supply Reliability Planning - $150,000.  This account provides for the firming of 
imported water supply through banking and other water management opportunities that may become 
available.  Various water management programs are being evaluated for potential Agency participation.  
When a specific banking program has been implemented, a separate account will be created.   
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Garden Bar Water and Power Supply - $130,000.  In partnership with the South Sutter Water District 
(SSWD), this project will provide a cost-effective water supply for the Agency by building a new dam and 
reservoir that would hold about 250,000 acre-feet and associated hydroelectric facilities, including a 79 
megawatt powerhouse.   
 
Buena Vista/Rosedale Rio Bravo Storage and Recovery Program - $5,825,700.  This account 
provides funds for 11,000 acre-feet per year from the Buena Vista/Rosedale-Rio Bravo Storage and 
Recovery Program.  The annual payment is about $5.8 million, plus $150,000 for staff, legal and 
administrative expenses.  Legal expenses related to defending litigation (CWIN v. CLWA, Buena Vista 
Water Banking and Recovery Case).   
 
Integrated Regional Water Management Plan (IRWMP) - $100,000.  This account provides funds for 
the development and implementation of the IRWMP. 
 
Rosedale Rio Bravo Storage Program - $20,000.  This account covers capital costs for future extraction 
of water for delivery to CLWA. 
 
Rosedale Rio Bravo Storage Program – Extraction - $2,000,000.  This account covers capital costs for 
future extraction of water for delivery to CLWA.  Of the total, $2 million is funded by COP funds. 
 
South of Tehachapis Banking Program Studies - $100,000. This program is required as described in 
the draft Reliability Plan Update for having additional local supplies in the event of a long-term outage of 
the SWP downstream of the Agency’s Kern County banking programs.  The account provides funds for 
the preliminary engineering/environmental studies associated with the banking program.  
 
Various Water / Groundwater / Watershed Studies - $55,000.  This account includes studies for a 
variety of projects, including the Groundwater Management Plan, the Groundwater MOU, SB 221 and 
610 assessments and other such items.   
 
Ventura County Flexible Storage - $15,400.  This account provides for storage capacity in Castaic Lake 
for SWP Table A water. 
 
Water Banking - $112,200.  This account provides for annual participation (maintenance fees) for the 
storage of Excess 2002 Table A and Excess 2003 Table B water in the Semitropic Water Banking and 
Exchange Program. 
 
Water Supply Reliability Report Update - $10,000.  The July 2003 Draft Water Supply Reliability Report 
(Report) identified water supply characteristics, facilities requirements, proposed economic terms and 
stages of development for potential water supply reliability opportunities – primarily groundwater banking 
and conjunctive use programs – to meet the CLWA needs through the year 2050.  Since the preparation 
of the Report, CLWA has executed program agreements with agricultural water districts in Kern County 
for the acquisition of additional supplies and storage of wet-year surplus supplies consistent with the 
Report.  The Water Supply Reliability Report Update will review the current supply and banking portfolio 
and develop an operating plan to manage these supplies to ensure water supply reliability in a cost 
effective manner. 
 
Yuba Accord Water - $65,000.  This program provides approximately 850 AF of non-SWP water in 
critically dry years.  Additional supplies could be available in wetter years.  The quantity and price of water 
varies depends on hydrology and the extent of participation by other SWP contracts. 
 
Administration 
 
Annexation Support - $5,000.  This account provides for legal, financial and engineering support for 
annexation requests. 
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COP Financing - $100,000.  This account provides for activity related to COP financings.   
 
Debt Administration - $20,000.  This account provides for Trustees to administer the various Certificates 
of Participation accounts. 
 
General Legal - $10,000.  This account provides for legal support for minor and unanticipated capital 
projects.   
 
Legislative Planning - $300,000.  This account provides for CLWA lobbyists and advocacy.   
 
One Percent Property Tax Administration - $250,000.  This account covers charges by Los Angeles 
and Ventura Counties to administer collection of one percent property tax revenues.   
 
Retail Purveyors and Legal - $75,000.  This account covers the ongoing costs associated with 
reviewing retail and wholesale activities.

On Tuesday, September 22, 2009, the Agency, in partnership with the CLWA Santa Clarita Water 
Division, Newhall County Water District, Valencia Water Company and the City of Santa Clarita, 
held a ribbon cutting ceremony celebrating the completion of a project to restore groundwater 

production capacity impacted by perchlorate contamination and stop migration of a contaminant 
plume emanating from the former Whittaker-Bermite site in the center of the Santa Clarita Valley.
